How many courses 
can I study?
At Griffith, a typical full-time study load 
is 30 to 40 credit points (CP). One course 
(subject) is usually worth 10CP. You can 
choose from the following options 
per trimester:

• 30CP – 3 courses
• 40CP – 4 courses

10CP = 3 to 4 credits in the US system 

10CP = 7.5 ECTS in the European system 

10CP = 15 credits in the UK system  

10CP = 2 to 4 credits in the  
Japanese system  

10CP = 3 credits in the Korean system

Our Gold Coast campus is set to boast a new student 
accommodation tower in the Griffith University Village.  
It is forecast for completion in 2026, with 459 new beds 
to be available.

WHERE TO LIVE
Temporary and short-stay accommodation
If you are intending to organise long-term off-campus 
accommodation once you arrive in Queensland, it is important 
that you also find temporary accommodation for your first few 
days or weeks in the state. This will give you time to inspect 
your long-term off-campus accommodation before you 
move in. There are short-term accommodation options located 
near each of our campuses that are easily accessible by public 
transport.

Off campus

Share house 
In Australia, share housing—where you share a house or 
apartment with a number of other students—is the most 
common form of off-campus accommodation.

When looking for suitable off-campus accommodation, you 
will need to consider:

• the cost of rent (usually advertised as a weekly amount)
• if utilities are included in your rent (electricity, water, gas)
• if internet is included in your rent
• if the accommodation is furnished
• how close the accommodation is to your campus
• access to public transport.

Off-campus student accommodation
There are a number of purpose-built student accommodation 
providers. You should review their offerings in relation to your 
needs and contact them directly for more information.

Homestay accommodation 
Homestay accommodation gives you the opportunity to live with 
an Australian family while you study. It is a great way to develop 
your English language skills and experience life in Australia, and 
offers catered and self-catered options. Homestay is available to 
students at all Griffith campuses. Some homestay providers offer 
independent living options such as a granny flat.

On campus
Griffith offers self-catered accommodation at Brisbane South 
(Nathan) campus and partners with Campus Living Villages 
to provide self-catered, on-campus accommodation in the 
Griffith University Village on the Gold Coast campus. 

Living on campus is a fantastic way to meet new people, 
find out about new cultures and develop independence. 
On-campus accommodation is fully furnished and provides 
access to cooking facilities, laundry facilities, common rooms 
and internet, as well as offering a vibrant social life.

Airport pickup
International students commencing at Griffith University 
can apply for a free airport pickup, which takes you from the 
airport directly to your pre-arranged accommodation. The 
service is free for eligible new international students arriving 
at the Brisbane or Gold Coast airports.

Cost of living

if you have family members accompanying you.
